Clause 1

PCBS will conduct the Population, Housing & Establishment General Census in all
Palestinian Governorate and Areas in the Year 1997 ata date to be set by the committees
formed for this purpose.

Clause 2

PCBS will undertake all necessary administrative, logistic and technical actions required to
complete the Census on the date determined according to Clause 1 of this resolution.

Clause 3

Dr. Hasan Abu-Libdeh is appointed National Director for the Population, Housing &
Establishment General Census for the Year 1997.



Clause 4

All concerned Ministries and Government hierarchy are requested to provide the necessary
facilities and resources and to cooperate with PCBS in the execution of this project by
providing whatever is required in terms of work force, offices, means of transportation,
telecommunications and to assist in the implementation of an information campaign for the
Census.

Clause 5

It is the duty of all persons and owners of private entities to facilitate the tasks of staff in all
Census stages by enabling them to place Census relevant markings and numbers on walls of
buildings and to provide required information and data according to the forms specially
prepared by PCBS for this purpose.

Clause 6

Anyone violating the articles of this resolution, or providing false information and data to
PCBS representatives shall be punished in accordance with the penalties stated in the Laws in
force.

Clause 7

It is the duty of all competent Authorities, according to their respective responsibilities to
execute this resolution with effect from date of its issuance and to publish same in the official
Gazette.

Planning and public policy formulation in all different fields stresses the importance of having
an official statistics system that provides basic information on the different economic trends
and living conditions for the Palestinian people. This system shall function as a basic tool that
enables the Palestinian decision — makers and planners to diagnose problems, offer advice and
guidance, and assess progress made.

The Population, Housing and Establishment Census - 1997 constitute a pivotal pillar for the
aforementioned official statistics system. The UN recommendations call for conducting this
census every ten years or less to ensure that the population, housing and establishment data
are reliable and credible enough to secure the most effective utilization by the concerned
bureaus and institutions.

On June Sth, 1997, His Excellency President Yasser Arafat issued a historic decree on
conducting the Population, Housing and Establishment Census - 1997, the findings of which
shall constitute a basic pillar in the national building and reconstruction process and
empowering PCBS the duty of carrying out this census.

In view of its awareness of the importance of the Population, Housing and Establishment
Census-1997, the PCBS exerted tremendous efforts to meet the different Palestinian statistical
needs in a way that abides by the UN and international recommendations. The related
preliminary fieldwork activities were conducted in the beginning of October 1997. The great
achievement of population enumeration was executed in the period between 10/12/1997 to
24/12/1997.

Our success in accomplishing this significant and unique work would not have been possible
without the kind contributions and cooperation of the different Palestinian citizens, PNA
institutions, social groups and economic sectors, who took upon themselves making its
success come true by providing all possible scientific, professional and moral support to the
national team undertook the effective implementation of its activities. This event shall twinkle
bright in the Palestinian contemporary history as evidence on the Palestinian ability to assume
their affairs and determination to build the independent Palestinian State. We sincerely hope
the concerned establishments will enrich their benefits of the census results and will utilize
them for our country and people best interest.

Note to Users of Census Final Results

Except for the data about the total number of population, the demonstrated final results in this
report, doesn’t include specified statistical tables concerning that part of Jerusalem
governorate annexed by Israel after occupation of Palestinian Territories 1967.

The Census National Team endeavors to implement the field activities on that part of
Palestine, were suppressed by the Israeli forces. Accordingly, tens of the field staff were
arrested, conducive to freeze temporarily the work there.

Palestinian National Authority, Census National Team and PCBS, deeply condemned these
illegal practices of occupation authorities. They hope for better conditions, which will
facilitate proceeding census work there, without threatening the lives of the field staff.

Great expectations for enormous support from professional, scientific and international
sectors to smooth the track in practicing this human right, which consequently will enable
Palestinian decision-makers to set their decisions on standardized scientific basis.
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Population, Housing and Establishment Census-1997
Introduction

The Population, Housing, and Establishment Census — 1997 constitutes a pivotal pillar of the
official statistics system in the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics. The absence of a
comprehensive, reliable and scientifically accepted set of data on the Palestinian population
size, composition and characteristics had detrimentally affected the activities of various
ministries of the PNA. Accordingly, the need to carry out a Population, Housing and
Establishment Census to establish a reliable information database was given high priority.
PCBS has realized that only by carrying out a census, its obligations can be fulfilled in
providing various ministries of PNA with crucially needed data for effective planning and for
the integration of demographic variables into the overall development planning process. The
findings of the census are highly essential for social and economic planning at all levels as
well as a cornerstone for any future planning and development.

There is an urgent need for trustworthy updated population data about Palestinian society. The
Census will provide PNA with the most reliable sources of data on population size and
distribution. Besides the Population, Establishments, Buildings as well as other various
registers, the census represents the cornerstone of population statistics within the Master Plan
for official Palestinian Statistics.

The final results represent the number of buildings, housing units and establishments in the
period between October 30th, 1997 and November 23“1, 1997. Also, the final results represent
total population in the Palestinian territories on the census reference night of December 9/10
of 1997.

For this census, we adopted the de-facto approach with some exceptions. Our count included

the following categories:

A — The Categories underwent complete data collection (data were collected on all of
their characteristics)

1. All persons present in the Palestinian territories on the census reference date, irrespective of
nationality, purpose of stay and place of residence in the Palestinian territories.

2. All temporarily living abroad (for one year prior to the night of the reference date) and
who have a usual place of residence in the Palestinian territories. Those persons are
enumerated as parts of their households.

3. All Palestinians studying abroad irrespective of the study period and the period of stay
abroad along with all Palestinian detainees in the Israeli jails regardless of the detention
period.

B — Palestinian in abroad: Categories underwent data collection on their numbers and sex
only
This category includes Palestinians who live abroad for more than one year and who
have a usual place of residence in the Palestinian territories and have identity cards
(except for students and detainees enumerated in the previous category) irrespective of
the purpose of stay abroad.



The Population Housing and Establishment Census-1997 was undertaken through
three stages:
1. The Preparatory Stage:
This stage started since the end of 1993 and finished until September 1997. The
preparatory stage was a preliminary stage during which formal decisions on the census
were announced. Different organizational structures and committees were formed during
this phase. In order to meet expected governmental needs, PCBS cooperated with
ministries and governmental departments so as to prepare a list of different variables and
indicators.
Moreover, maps were prepared for localities, and these localities were divided into
enumeration areas. Also, questionnaire design, modules, and different plans were
developed in this phase.

2. The Field Work Stage:
This stage started since September, 1997 till January, 1998. It included:
e Delineation of enumeration areas during the period 1-14/10/1997.
e Marking and listing of buildings, housing units and establishments during the period
30/10/1997- 23/11/1997.
e Population count during the period 10-24/12/1997
e Post - enumeration study during the period 10-13/1/1998

3. Data Processing Stage:
The main activities of census data processing stage were: check-in stage, Office editing,
Office coding, Data entry and Computer editing.

Census Committees:
Several committees were formulated such as: Higher Committee, National Committee,
Executive Committee, Governorate Sub-Committees, Higher Security Committee, Sectoral
Media Committees, Media Sub-Committee and Technical Work Groups.

It is important to point out that this national project provided more than 6,000 new job
opportunities.
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Basic Definitions and Concepts

1. Geographical, Administrative and Statistical Divisions
According to current administrative divisions, the Palestinian Territories were divided into
two geographic areas: The West Bank and Gaza Strip. The West Bank was divided into 11
Governorates/ Districts while Gaza Strip was divided into 5 Governorates. Localities in each
Governorate/ District were determined on the basis of the current administrative divisions. A
unique code was given to each locality and each Governorate/ Districts.

Governorate/ District:
Governorates/ Districts were defined according to the official administrative division of the
Palestinian Territories for the end of 1997. There are (16) governorates/ Districts.

Locality:

A permanently inhabited place, which has an independent municipal administration or a
permanently inhabited, separated place not included within the formal boundaries of another
locality.

2. General definitions

Building:

The building is defined as any fixed construction that is temporarily or permanently erected
on the surface of the earth or water. The building is surrounded by four walls or with at least
one completed ceiling at the time of the visit, regardless of the construction material and the
purpose of construction and utilization at the time of the census. The building might be
utilized for habitation, for work, for both, vacant, closed or under construction at the time of
the census.

Housing Unit

A building or part of a building constructed for one household only, with one or more
independent entrance leading to the public road without passing through another housing unit.
The unit might not be constructed for living purposes but found occupied with a household
during the enumeration. Likewise, The unit might not be utilized for habitation or for work
purposes or both purposes. Also, it might be closed, vacant or occupied by one or more
households during the census.

Room

The housing unit or part of the housing unit surrounded with walls and has a ceiling, provided
that it area is not less than 4m®. If the area of the glassy balcony equals or more than 4m? and
used for living purposes, it is considered a room. Likewise, the salon or living room is
considered a room. The kitchen, bathroom, paths and toilet are not considered rooms. Areas
allocated for animals and poultry along with those designed for work purposes only are not
considered rooms.

Collective households (institutional households)

It refers to the place designed for the residence of a group of individuals, who live therein and
benefit from the services it provides. The collective household may be comprised one
building or more or one housing unit or more. Examples of collective households include
hotels (a special questionnaire was used for hotels), hostels, elderly and orphans homes,
psycho-therapy clinics and hospitals..etc.
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Household
The household is defined as one person or a group of persons with or without a family
relationship, who live in the same housing unit or part of the housing unit, share meals and
make joint provision of food and other essentials of living.

In the 1997 census, the household includes:

A — Household members found in the housing unit in the midnight of the reference date (the
night of December 9 — 10™ 1997)

B — Visitors living outside the Palestinian territories but spent that night in the housing unit of
the household (relatives and non - relatives) as well as visitors from the Palestinian
territories who as a whole frailly spent all of enumeration period.

C — Servants and other workers living usually with the household and spent the night of the
reference date with the household.

D — New births born prior to the night of the reference date and still alive, irrespective of
whether they were with the household or in the hospital.

E — Household members spent the night of the reference point of time with the household and
died after that night.

F — Household members who usually live in the housing unit but were not available in the
midnight of the reference date. This category includes:

Household members who spent the night of the census night with another household
inside the Palestinian territories.

° Household members working at night in factories, hospitals, airports, ...etc.

. Individuals who spent the night of the reference night travelling in the public ways
inside the Palestinian territories.

. Fishers who spent the night of the reference date of time fishing in the regional water.

. Members of internal security forces, presidential security forces, and civil defense

forces irrespective of where they spent the night of the reference date of time.

Palestinian households’ members living usually with the household but were abroad
(for tourist, medical or other purposes) during the night of the reference moment,
provided their stay does not exceed one year.

. Palestinian households” members living usually with the household but were
absent during the night of the reference date due to urgent causes including hospital,
prisons, ...etc.

. Palestinian households’ members living usually with the households but were absent
during the night of the reference date due to their stay in a hotel in the Palestinian
territories.

Students studying abroad regardless of the length of their stay.

Household members detained in prisons irrespective of their sentence.

The following categories are excluded from lists of households' members:

. Persons died before the night of the reference date.

e  Persons born after the night of the reference date.

e Persons present during the enumeration in elderly homes, orphans homes,
psychotherapy clinics and hospitals, collective households for university students, and
other collective households in the Palestinian territories. Those persons are enumerated in

these housing units.

. Students studying in Palestinian universities, institutes and other educational
institutions who have places of residence other than the housing units of their households.
Those persons are enumerated in these housing units.

Special cases:
. Bedouins are enumerated in the place of their stay in the night of the reference date.

. Palestinians living abroad for more than one year who have Palestinian identification
documents and usually live with the household when they return are classified under
“Palestinians living abroad ” and not included in the list of household members. As for
persons visiting the Palestinian territories and having Palestinian identification
documents, they are not classified under “Palestinians living abroad ” if they were
enumerated with households they are staying with.

Households underwent enumeration are divided into:

) Private Households: The households included in the aforementioned definition of the
household.

° Collective / Institutional Households: It refers to the households enumerated in the
previously mentioned collective households.

Palestinian Household
It refers to the private household whose head holds the Palestinian nationality. As for non-

Palestinian household, it refers to the household whose head holds non — Palestinian
nationality irrespective of the nationality of other household members.

Types of Private households
Private households are divided by composition into the following types:
1. A one—person— household: It refers to the household comprised of one individual.

2. Nuclear household: It refers to the living household comprised of a couple only; a couple
and a son or a daughter (own not adopted son or daughter) or more; or a male head of a
household with a son or a daughter or more; or a female head of a household with a son or a
daughter or more. It is worthy to note that no other relatives or non — relatives live with this
household.

3. Extended household: It refers to the household comprised of one or more nuclear

households with one or more relatives yet no other non — relatives live with this household. It

might be comprised of two or more related but not married persons. To be brief, it must be
comprised of a head of a household and a minimum of one relative member (other than a spouse
or a child). However, it does not include any non- relative members.

4. Composite household: It refers to the household comprised of one or more nuclear

households with one or more relatives related to the head of the household and a minimum of

one non- relative member. It might be comprised of two or more unrelated and not married
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persons. To be brief, it must be comprised of a head of a household and a minimum of one non
- relative members irrespective of the other household members.

3. Basic characteristics of individuals and households.
Head of the household:
It refers to the person who usually lives with the household and is considered as a head of
household by its other members. Often, he \ she is the main decision-maker and responsible
for financial support and economic welfare of the household.
Sex: Male or female

Age in completed years
Age is defined as the temporal span extending from the birth date until the reference date of
the census, expressed by years without any attention to the days and months (completed
years).

Nationality
It refers to the political identity of the individuals. As for Palestinians with other nationalities,
they are considered of a Palestinian nationality.

Religion
It refers to the spiritual belief of the person, which is divided into 1. Muslim, 2. Christian, 3.
Other.

Place of birth (Mothers usual place of residence)
It refers to the name of the locality in which the mother of the person usually to live upon his
delivery. This place may and may not be the same as the current usual place of residence.

Refugee status
This status relates to the Palestinians forced to leave their land in the Palestinian territories
occupied by Israel in 1948. It applies to their male sons and grandsons. It can be one of the
following categories:
1.Registered Refugees: It applies to registered refugees holding refugee registration cards
issued by UNRWA.
2.Unregistered Refugees: It applies to unregistered refugees who do not hold refugee
registration cards issued by UNRWA.
3.Not Refugee: It applies to any Palestinian not categorized under any of the two
aforementioned statuses.

Type of Disability

The disabled is defined as the person suffering from a clear and evident weakness in
performing certain activities due to continuous difficulties emanating from a physical, mental
or health state that lasted for more than six months.

1. Seeing (visual): It includes blind and one-eyed persons and any persons suffering from
clear sight weaknesses even after using special devices, provided they do not suffer from
any other disabilities.

2. Hearing (auditory): It includes deaf persons and any persons suffering from clear auditory
problems even after using special auditory devices, provided they do not suffer from any
other disabilities.

3. Speaking: It refers to any person suffering from clear problems in speech. However,

persons unable to correctly vocalize some sounds are not considered disabled, provided
they do not suffer from any other disabilities.

4. Hearing and speaking: It refers to the person suffering from hearing and speaking
disabilities and does not suffer from any other disabilities.

5. Moving: It refers to the person suffering from evident problems in walking, climbing stairs,
bending, bowing, kneeling, provided he \ she does not suffer from any other disabilities.

6. Grasping: It refers to persons physically unable to use their fingers in their daily life,
provided they do not suffer from any other disabilities.

7. Mental: It refers to mentally retarded persons who do not suffer from any other disabilities.

8. Mental and moving: It refers to the disabled suffering from mental and moving disabilities
only, provided he \ she does not suffer from any other disabilities.

9. Multiple: It refers to the disabled suffering from many disabilities other than items 4 & 8.
It applies to persons suffering from complete disabilities.

10. Others: It refers to the disabled not suffering from any of the aforementioned types.

Educational attainment
It refers to the highest successfully completed educational attainment level. The educational
level for a person aged 10 years and above is classified as follows:
Illiterate: It applies to persons unable to read or write in any language and never awarded a
certificate from any formal education system
Can read and write: It applies to persons who are able to read and write without completing
any of the educational stages. Such persons are generally able to read and write simple
sentences.

Qualification

It refers to the highest educational attainment level (elementary and higher) the person
successfully completed. Elementary is the educational level for persons successfully
completed the sixth elementary grade. Those successfully completed the ninth grade shall be
classified under the preparatory level. Likewise, persons successfully completed the general
secondary certificate examination (Tawjehi) shall be classified under the secondary level. As
for the rest of levels, they are as follows: Associate (Intermediate) diploma, bachelor
degree (BA/BS), higher diploma, masters degree (MA/MS), doctorate (Ph.D)

As for the specialization (major), it refers to the name of the subject the person successfully

completed

Place of study attaining the highest educational attainment (level)
For persons completed the elementary stage and above, the place of attaining the highest
educational attainment would be one of the following:

1. Palestine: It applies if the place is in which the person completed the elementary stage and
above is in the Palestinian territories.

2. Arab Countries: It applies if the place is one of the Arab countries.

3. Non — Arab Asian and African Countries: It applies if the place is a non- Arab country
in Asia or Africa (other than the previously called USSR).

4. Eastern Europe: It applies if the place is in Eastern Europe or the previously called USSR.
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5. Western Europe: It applies if the place is in Western Europe.
6. Northern America: It applies if the place is USA or Canada.
7. Latin America: It applies if the place is in Latin or Middle America.

8. Other: It applies if the place is Australia or any country not classified in any of the above
mentioned.

Work

It refers to the efforts individuals exert in all activities for profit or wage irrespective of
whether it was a monthly salary, weekly wage, per diem, per piece, part of the profit,
commission...etc. Work also includes unpaid activity in a family farm or business if
conducted on a regular basis. Likewise, regular voluntary or charitable activities are classified
under work.

Employed

It refers to the person engaged in a certain productive activity or work, irrespective of whether
he \ she was employer self employed, wage employed, unpaid family member or other. The
employed person is normally classified in one of two categories according to the number of
weekly work hours, i.e. 1 — 14 work hours and 15 work hours and above.

Unemployed

It refers to all persons who did not work at all during the reference period (2/12/1997-

9/12/1997), who were not engaged in a certain work (although they are able to work) and

were available for work and actively seeking work during the reference period. Those

temporarily absent from work are considered unemployed although they are expected to
resume work or ready to return to work upon demand. The unemployed persons are normally
divided into two categories: Unemployed ever worked and unemployed never worked.

Activity status

1. Employed for 1 — 14 hours: It refers to the person (aged 10 years and above) on whom the
aforementioned “work definition” applies. Such a person works or worked for 1 — 14 hours
in the week prior to the night of the reference date.

2. Employed for 15 hours and above : It refers to the person (aged 10 years and above) on
whom the aforementioned “work definition” applies. Such a person works or worked for 15
hours in the week prior to the night of the reference date.

3. Unemployed Ever Worked: It refers to the person (aged 10 years and above) on whom the
aforementioned “unemployed definition” applies. Such used to work in the past but is
currently unemployed irrespective of the reason.

4. Unemployed Never Worked : It refers to the person (aged 10 years and above) on whom
the aforementioned “unemployed definition” applies. Such had not worked in the past and
throughout his \ her life.

5.Student (Full — time student): It refers to the person (aged 10 years and above) who is
currently continuing his \ her studies in order to obtain certain qualifications, and was not
engaged in any work during the reference period. It is worthy to note that homework and
hobbies are not classified under work.

6. Housewife: It refers to the unemployed woman who can work but do not seek work and is
not enrolled in any formal education program. She is undertaking household work to serve
her household. However, this does not include serving in other houses in return for a wage
in cash or in kind, for such a work is classified under work.
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7. Unable to work: It refers to persons unable to engage in any type of work due to chronic
diseases or disabilities. This category includes all persons unable to work due to old age.

8. Not working and not locking for Work: This category applies to persons who can work
but unwilling to work and do not seek work due to having income from other source of
income, e.g. real estate ...etc.

9. Other: This category applies to cases not falling under any of the aforementioned
categories. Examples on such cases include prisoners and persons who can work but
unwilling to work, do not seek work and do not have income from other source of income.

Main Occupation:

The main job or type of work performed by the employed person or used to be performed by
the unemployed ever worked person. The occupation refers to the activity in which the
employed works more than half of work hours or the most frequent job during the last three
months prior to the enumeration night.

Economic Activity:

It refers to the type of the main activity initiated in the establishment in which the employed

person works or the unemployed person used to work. The main economic activity for

persons employed outside the context of establishment is determined by the type of work they
perform.

Sector

It refers to the sector to which the establishment where persons work or used to work, if they

are currently unemployed. The sector is categorized as follows:

1. Private national: It refers to cases in which a Palestinian individual or group of individuals

possesses a minimum of 51% of the capital of the establishment, in which persons work or

used to work.

2. Private foreign: It refers to cases in which a foreign individual or group of individuals
possesses a minimum of 51% of the capital of the establishment, in which persons work or
used to work.

3. National Government: It refers to the institutions belonging to the central government,

local authorities, and public sector companies.

. Foreign Government: It refers to the institutions belonging to a foreign government.

. Non-profit organization (Charitable societies): It refers to the institutions belonging to

the charitable societies and any non-profit non — governmental organizations.

6. UNRWA: It refers to the institutions belonging to the United Nations Relief and Work
Agency for the Palestinian Refugees in the Near East (UNRWA).

7. International organization: It refers to the institutions belonging to the United Nations’
diplomatic missions or any international or regional organizations other than (UNRWA).

8. Not in establishment (Outside establishments): It applies when the persons do not work
for any institution belonging to the aforementioned sectors.

Marital Status

It refers to the marital status of the person aged 12 years and above in the reference date of the

census. The marriage laws, customs and traditions applicable in the country govern the

marital status of the individual. The marital status is classified as follows:

1. Never married: It applies if the person aged 12 years has not been married (according to
customs and traditions applicable in the country) or legally engaged.

2. Legally Engaged : It applies if the person-aged 12 years has an official marriage document
(issued by a competent court) but has not been actually married yet according to customs
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and traditions applicable in the country. The divorced, widowed, and married twice do not
belong to this category.

3. Married : It applies if the person aged 12 years is actually and officially married
(according to customs and traditions applicable in the country) irrespective of his \ her past
marital status as well as of whether the couple were together during the reference date or
not. The person married to more than one wife is classified married.

4. Divorced : The person aged 12 years who previously married and legally divorced but was

not married again.

5. Widowed: The married person aged 12 years whose marriage was split by the death of the

spouse and was not married again.

Live birth
It refers to any live birth who shouted, cried or shown any signs of live upon delivery,
irrespective of whether he died after that or not.

Children still alive
It refers to any live birth up to the date of the reference moment, irrespective of whether he
lives with the mother or not.

4. The Basic Definitions of Building Characteristics:
Building Type:
It refers to the engineering or the architectural shape of the building, regardless of its current
use. It is worthy to note that some of the buildings are constructed for habitation purposes
(e.g. villa, houses, homes) whereas others are constructed for work purposes (e.g. mosques,
schools, hospitals, factories, hotels ... etc.). Its exterior shape classifies the building as
follows: Villa, House, Building, Tent, Marginal, Establishment, Under Construction and
other.
Utilization of the building
It can be one of the following categories: Habitation, Habitation & Work, Work, Closed,
Vacant.
5. The Basic Definition of housing units characteristics:
Housing unit type: It may be one of the following: Villa, House, Apartment, Independent
room, Tent, Marginal and other.
Connection to water network: it can be one of the following categories: Public network,
Private System, No Piped Water.
Connection to Electricity networks it can be one of the following categories: Public
Network, Private Generator, No Electricity,
Connection to Sewage System It can be one of the following categories: Public Sewage
System, Cesspit, No Sewage System,
Tenure (Ownership) of Housing Unit:
It can be one of the following categories:
Owned, Rented Unfurnished, Rented Furnished, Without Payment, For Work, Others,
6. The Basic Definition of Establishment characteristics:
Establishment:
An enterprise or part of an enterprise in which one group of goods and services is produced
(with the possibility of having secondary activities).

Establishment status:

Refers to the operational status of the establishment. It could be in operation, permanently
closed, temporarily closed, under preparation, or auxiliary activity unit.
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Ownership:

This is the sector to which the establishment parent enterprise belongs. It is determined
according to the majority of capital ownership or decision making rights. Ownership can be:
private national, private foreign, national government corporation, foreign government
corporation, central government, local government, foreign government, UNRWA and lastly
international body. It is worth mentioning that reference to national and foreign here is
relevant to the residence concept as defined in the SNA-1993 and does not refer to nationality
or citizenship.

Principal economic activity:

The activity generating the majority of value added for the establishment. The UN-
International Industrial Classification of all Economic Activities, third revision (ISIC-3), was
used for coding at the four digit level.

Number of persons engaged:

This includes paid employees and unpaid owners and family members. It includes also all
permanent and temporary staff aged 10 years and more. Reference date for employment data
1s 30/9/1997.
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Final Results

1. Final Results on Population
The number of population in the Jerusalem Governorate amounted to 328,601, from which
166,001 males and 162,600 females.

1.1 Final Results on Actually Enumerated Individuals in the Areas falling outside the
Boundaries of the Checkpoints in Jerusalem Governorate:

The final results indicated that the number of persons actually enumerated in the
reference period in Jerusalem Governorate - outside checkpoints amounted to 113,896
persons from which 58,328 males and 55,568 females.

1.2 Estimates of Population Number in the Areas falling Within the Boundaries of the
Checkpoints in Jerusalem Governorate:
Our estimates indicated that the number of Palestinians living in the areas falling within
the boundaries of the checkpoints amounted to 210,209 persons, from which 105,392
males and 104,817 females.

1.3 Estimation of Population Number via the Post Enumeration
The post enumeration study indicated that the actual number of population in Jerusalem
Governorate - outside checkpoints might be higher than the number we provided by
4,496 persons, from which 2,281 males and 2,215 females.

2. Final results on actually enumerated households:
The final results of the population enumeration process indicate that the number of actually
enumerated households in Jerusalem Governorate - outside checkpoints amounted to
19,013 households, from which 18,990 private households and 23 collective (institutional)
households.

3. Final Results on Buildings and Housing Units
These final results present the number of buildings and housing units in Jerusalem
Governorate - outside checkpoints in the period between October 30™ 1997 and November
23" 1997. These findings indicate that the number of buildings and housing units in
Jerusalem Governorate - outside checkpoints amounts to 16,386 building and 25,979
housing units.

In the population enumeration stage carried out in the period between December 10™ 1997
and December 24™ 1997 the number of actually inhabited housing units in Jerusalem
Governorate - outside checkpoints amounted to 18,818 occupied by 18,990 private
households.

4. Final Results on Establishments
The final result of the establishments’ census shows that there are 3,609 establishments in
Jerusalem Governorate - outside checkpoints. From which there are 3,205 operational
establishments.
Total number of operational establishments in private sector in Jerusalem Governorate - outside
checkpoints amounted to 2,994  establishments, which employ 8,118 person.
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Note:

The detailed tables in this publication includes population counted in
Jerusalem Governorate - outside checkpoints during the period of
10/12/1997-24/12/1997, which amounted to 113,896 individual; and does not
include uncounted population estimates according to the Post Enumeration
Survey, which amounted to 4,496 individual, and also does not include the
population estimates for those parts of Jerusalem annexed by Israel in 1967,
which amounted to 210,209 individual.
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
